PESHAWAR: Speakers at consultative meeting here on Monday said that government, civil
society and media should join hands to eradicate corruption.

The consuliative meeting titled ‘Countering corruption’ was arranged by Development,
Environment, Legal Aid and Technical Support and Advocacy Association (Delta).

Besides journalists, Khyber Pakhtunkhwa Assembly Deputy Speaker Imtiaz Shahid, Special
Assistant to Chief Minister Mushtag Ahmed Ghani, MPA Sardar Hussain Babak, MPA Akbar
Hayat, MPA Zareen Zia, senior lawyer Yousaf Riaz Khalil and Delta president Nazli Sardar
spoke on the occasion Ms Sardar said that a charter of demands was prepared and presented
to the provincial government in 2013 by Delta.

She said that some of their demands were already met by the government that included
legislation on right to information, enabling cifizens to get access to information and replacing
Anti-Corruption Establishment with Ehtesab Cell.

She, however, showed concern over reports about corruption in the PTI government. The CM
Citizens Complaint Cell (CCC) was situated between Governor’s House and Chief Minister’s
House and many citizens had not access to it, she added.

Ms Sardar said that her organisation had filed a complaint with the CCC but found that the cell
was ineffective because they were still awaiting an official response after lapse of five months.

On the occasion, children from Panjpir, Swabi presented a short play on corruption and got
applause from the paricipants.

Mr Ghani said that corruption in the society was an outcome of the wrong decisions and weak
policies of the successive governments that weakened basis of the depariments. He asked for

coordinated efforts to overcome the menace of corruption.
Mr Hayat said that his party leader Mian Nawaz Sharif was bringing drastic changes as he

wanted to transform Pakistan into a modern progressive state. During its five-year rule in
Punjab, PML N demonstrated that corruption could be eliminated from the society, he added.

Mr Shahid, who was chief guest on the occasion, said that the provincial government was
working for uprooting corruption. “As corruption has affected every aspect of our society, it is
difficult to uproot it but our government has accepted this challenge. It is a difficult challenge but

not impossible,” he said.

He added that civil society, media and government should join hands for eradication of
corruption.
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
