She said that charter of demands had been prepared by the organization and presented to the provincial government in 2013 where some of the demands were already met by the PTI-led government like passing legislation on Right to Information, to enable citizens to access information, replacing anti-corruption establishment, a toothless body with Ehtesab Cell; replacing ACE’s grade-18 officer who could not check corruption by his superiors in 19–22 grades, with a commissioner having more powers.
 
Naazlee Sardar, however, lamented that reports were circulating about how the PTI government was indulging in corruption, saying that the chief minister’s Citizens Complaint Cell (CCC) was located between the Governor’s House and CM’s House. How many citizens can access it, she asked.
